Lesson Plan Implementation Item

	In planning, the time allowed for the activity was appropriate.  Why or Why not?

	The time allowed for the activity was appropriate.  There was even time at the end to make sure there was a summary and students left their computers and their areas appropriately.

	The supply of resources and materials was sufficient for the activity. Why or Why not?

	The supply of resources and materials were somewhat sufficient for the activity.  With the limited amount of power strips and plug ins, it was impossible for all students to have a laptop computer.  Most of them were a pair of students who shared a computer.  Sometimes, four students shared a computer.

	Learning activities were enhanced by technology. Why or Why not?

	The learning activities were enhanced by the PowerPoint and projector that gave students a chance to look back at the written instructions.  I changed the PowerPoint slide design based on whether they had to take notes or not.  If they had to write something down, the slide design was a chalkboard.  If they did not have to write it down, it showed a burst of color.

	Students met performance objectives. Why or Why not?

	The students met the performance objectives and were able to identify the difference between the fiction and nonfiction book and identify the characteristics of a nonfiction book.

	Students were engaged in the learning task. Why or Why not?

	Students were engaged in the learning task because they all had a specific role in their group, and each slide was to give students a particular task and then have them discuss their answers.

	Equipment and software functioned properly. Why or Why not?

	The projector, laptop, and PowerPoint all functioned properly.

	Implementation of this lesson plan was successful. Why or Why not?

	Implementation of this lesson plan was successful because students were able to detail the differences between fiction and nonfiction as well as the characteristics of the nonfiction book the next week to their classroom teacher.


What modifications are needed to improve this lesson plan?

	I need to allow for more time during the lesson for checkout of nonfiction books.  I would also add a hyperlink to the 

	next task instead of moving through each slide because the students were not interested in what their other classmates

	said, and it was not a good use of time.
