2.  At their tables, students have a fiction book and a nonfiction book.  They decide within one minute to decide which is fiction and which is nonfiction and WHY (2 reasons each book).

6.  Nonfiction GO – Students fill out nonfiction graphic organizer to discuss what features are in the outside, front, middle, and back and why these features are important. (5 minutes)

	
	Cooperative Group:
